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Town of Hamburg:

Benderson wants to build plaza on McKinley Parkway

Supplying a space for smaller 
retailers is the idea behind 
Benderson Development's newest 
building proposal in the Town of 
Hamburg.

Jim Rumsey and Tony Batista 
from Benderson Development 
explained their concept to the 
Hamburg Planning Board at last 
Wednesday (Feb. 21) night's board 
meeting.

This proposal is for two buildings 
totaling 31,000-square-feet retail 
space, which would be for smaller

Southtowns buzzing over Kaleta's big moment

Evans Town Supervisor Robert Catalino II 
likened it to when local product Christian 
Laettner made it big while guiding the 
Duke University men's basketball team 
to the national title in 1991.

The Southtowns, especially Evans, were 
abuzz at the prospect of one of their own 
playing at the highest level of his sport.

That same buzz has returned to the 
Southtowns, thanks to Lake Shore High 
School graduate Patrick Kaleta. The Angola 
native made his National Hockey League 
debut – and realized a dream – last Thurs-
day (Feb. 22) when he stepped onto the 
HSBC Arena ice as the newest member of 

the Buffalo Sabres. The Evans Town Board 
marked the occasion by declaring Feb. 22 
"Patrick Kaleta Day."

His name has been mentioned countless 
times ever since he received the call last 
Tuesday night, one that he will never forget. 
It was the Sabres calling him up from the 
Rochester Americans to suit up for the Feb. 
22 game against Northeastern Conference 
rival the Ottawa Senators to take the place 
of injured forward Daniel Paille.

"I've never seen people like this," Catalino 
said of the buzz Kaleta's big moment has 
created in Angola. "It's exciting for our com-
munity. They're taking it as an event."

Kaleta's former coaches at St. Francis, 
which he attended for his freshman and 
sophomore years before going back to Lake 
Shore, also have been ebullient over the past 
week in light of what's happened.

St. Francis Prep team assistant coach 

Sal Valvo said he was sitting at his desk 
Tuesday night when his phone rang. It was 
Kaleta's father, Tom, calling him to inform 
him of the good news they had just received. 
"We were all ecstatic," said Valvo, who had 
sold his season ticket for the Ottawa game, 
of course not knowing Kaleta would be play-
ing, and had to scramble for new tickets for 
he and head coach John Bowers.

"It was almost like watching your own son 
play," Valvo said. "It was a proud moment 
for St. Francis hockey." Kaleta becomes the 
fi fth former St. Francis player to suit up 
for a pro hockey team, and is one of three 
alums currently playing in the NHL, join-
ing Lee Stempniak (St. Louis) and Aaron 
Miller (Los Angeles).

Bowers said Kaleta's play during his two 
years with St. Francis Prep was "fantastic" 
and that he thrived against older opponents. 
"We're real proud of Pat. He always set a 

goal that someday he wanted to play in the 
NHL. He's living his dream."

Bowers described Kaleta as "happy-go-
lucky" and said he always smiled and 
worked hard. "He's a kid who's going to 
seize the moment. When he's given the 
opportunity, he gives it his all."

Kaleta has been playing with a style his 
coaches remember him by when he wore the 
Red Raiders jersey: tough, physical hockey. 
"He's a banger," Bowers said. "You better 
know when he's on the ice. He's like a Rock 
'Em Sock 'Em Robot."

While it isn't known how long Kaleta will 
play in Buffalo this season, one thing is 
certain. Whenever the Sabres play, many 
folks in Evans will be watching for when No. 
36 hits the ice. "A lot of people are just as 
excited about this as (Laettner)," Catalino 
said. "Instead of just being a fan, they feel 
part of it."

boutique-style 
retailers or 
restaurants, 
Batista said.

"These would 
be spec buildings  
and although 
we do not have 
specifi c tenants 
at this time, we 
definitely have 
people who are showing an inter-
est in it," Batista said.

The project would be located on 
vacant commercially zoned land on 

the corner of McKinley and East 
Highland parkways.

 Drew Reilly, the Town of Ham-
burg's planning consultant, said 
the property is properly zoned 

for this type 
of project.

Each build-
ing would have 
an outside pa-
tio area which 
could be used 
by a restau-
rant or as a 
place just to sit 
back and relax 

with benches and planters.
According to Planning Chair 

Gerard Koenig, the town's Traffi c 
Advisory Board had several recom-

mendations for the project. 
These included not having direct 

access to the retail area from 
McKinley Parkway, with access 
coming from the side roads, a de-
celeration lane to be installed for 
right-hand turns from McKinley 
Parkway, installing sidewalks, 
and having proper handicapped 
parking along with installing the 
correct types of signs.

The next step will be for a formal 
site plan be presented to the  board, 
likely to happen later this month 
or sometime in early spring.

The proposal by Benderson Development 
calls for two buildings that would total 31,000-
square-feet of retail space, which would be for 
smaller boutique-style retailers or restaurants.
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
